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Now that I am sana y salva (safe and sound) back in Richardson and back at work, summer can be-
gin!  Three weeks of being immersed in a different culture and language was a new and stretching ex-
perience for me.  I learned a lot of Spanish (now I need to keep practicing!), but even more, I got a 
glimpse into the lives of many wonderful Honduran people.  In a land of great economic struggle (as 
tough as our economy has been in the US, it has been much worse there, with political as well as eco-
nomic disasters hitting the country) they are relentlessly upbeat and hopeful.  God is real and Jesus is 
Lord—you see it everywhere—secularism and separation of ‘church and state’ have not made inroads in 
Honduras.   
 
I was particularly blessed when I attended the fledgling Episcopal Church in Copan, where I was stay-
ing.  The Leader, Carlos, is an ironworker by trade who travels four hours each way once a week to 
study so he can become a deacon.  He leads a community of 40-50 people who meet in his garage, sur-
rounded by rebar and tools to praise the living God.  They are hard at work raising money for a Templo, 
a church building.  I am sure it will be a beautiful space, but it will never have the impact that his ga-
rage did on me.  People of very modest means gathering to praise God using the Book of Common 
Prayer—it is not the stereotypical Episcopal Church, but it may be a glimpse of the future! 
 
How do I expect to use all this new vocabulary and these new verb tenses?  Let me be honest—I have 
no ‘agenda’ or defined plan.  I am looking forward to an even richer experience next February when 
Epiphany returns to Honduras on our annual mission trip, being able to converse with the people we are 
serving at a deeper level.  If there is an interest and a calling felt by a significant number of Epiphany 
parishioners for us to reach out to our Latino neighbors, then I would be excited to be part of some-
thing like that, too.  But it would have to be something that arises from the congregation, not some-
thing imposed upon it.       
       
Here at Epiphany, things slow down during the summer, but they don’t stop!  In addition to our weekly 
worship services, the end of this month will be full of excitement as we host our Vacation Bible 
School.  Signups will begin for our new pictorial directory, and we will have several opportunities for fun 
and fellowship.  And we will have a series each Sunday beginning July 11th of interesting people doing 
interesting things.  You will be hearing more!

And beyond supplying 

food, your presence will be appreciated to help transport items to the Centre and serve the meal.        

     Please plan to bring sandwiches that are wrapped individually (place them back into the bread 

wrapper and label that wrapper with the type of sandwiches you've made).   Boil eggs and put them 

right back into the cartons for easy transport.  Cookies may be store-bought or homemade, and 

you can put them into individual serving baggies or leave them in the package for us to separate 

and wrap.  These items should be delivered to the kitchen by 5:30 on Thursday, the 8th of July.  

     Those of you who can come with us, meet us in the kitchen around 5:30, and we'll depart after 

we've got everything wrapped and loaded--probably soon after 6:00.  We're usually on our way 

home around 8:00 p.m.  You can either drive or hop into someone else's car. 

     If other needs arise, we will let you know.  Generous contributors Melanie Schilling, Elsie 

Hendricks, and Letty Biedenharn keep us in constant supply of fruit, lemonade, baggies, and nap-

kins.  Many thanks to them for their vital commitments.

I try to apply that 

model to every area of my life- I became Adam’s wife when we married, I’m still growing into what a 

Christian wife should be; at that same time I became a stepmom, I’m definitely still trying to figure 

that one out; I became a sister when my younger sister was born, I’m still growing into that role as well.
